The last words were originally given as Βεννεισοηνῶν, Benneisoenon (e.g. CIG 3857l); Ramsay,
assuming that Bennis was a god, opted for Βεννεῖ Σοηνῶν, Bennei Soenon (SEG 6: 151); Drew-Bear and
Naour 1990: 1989 (SEG 40: 1229) have established βεννεῖ Σοηνῶν, bennei Soenon.
