iv. Officials hierophantes, ‘the one who shows the sacred objects’ was the main priest and the one who accomplished
the initiation rites in the mystery cults of Demeter and Dionysos.

Eponymous officials TAM V.2 1256, ll. 1-3: ἐπὶ ἱεροφάντου / Ἀρτεμιδώρου τοῦ Ἀπολ/λωνίου, epi hierophántou Artemidorou
tou Apolloniou, ‘being hierophantes Artemidoros son of Apollonios’.

viii. Obligations Two members of the association dedicated an altar with their own resources (TAM V.2 1256, ll. 7-8),
but it is not stated if it is an obligation.

i. Comments This association may be related to the cult of Dionysos otherwise attested in Hierokaisareia through a
dedication of an altar to the city made by a priest of the god (TAM V.2 1247; de Hoz 1999: no. 15.4).
